REQUIRED CLASSES: The Certificate in Biblical Studies consists of 10-classes across these three areas:
e Biblical Theology (such as BT601, 602, 603, or 604)
e Systematic Theology (such as ST301, 302, 303, 304, 305, or 331)
e  Ministry of the Word (such as PT521, 522, 523, or 524)

ELECTIVE CLASSES: The student will then complete the remaining 20-credits from the classes that are
currently being offered (check with the college principal).

PRACTICUM: A student is encouraged to substitute two elective classes with two practicums. These each
consist of a written report of 72-hours of hands-on supervised ministry (see PT591 and 592). In other words,
they would complete 18-classes and 2 practicums. Each practicum requires prior approval.
